Skill Nursing:  Registered Nurses (RNs) and Licensed 
Practical Nurses (LPNs) work with your doctor to 
provide home health care services.  Their assessment, 
skilled treatment, and support provide the high quality 
care you need to recover at home.  A Registered Nurse is 
available for admission, urgent situations, and questions 
24 hours a day.   
 
Home Health Aides:  VOTO’s Home Health Aides 
(HHA’s) are well trained assistants who assist with 
activities such as bathing, dressing, and meal preparation 
under the supervision of an RN.   
 
Occupational Therapy:  Occupational Therapists help 
patients regain day-to-day skills such as eating, dressing, 
housekeeping, and personal hygiene. 
 
Physical Therapists:  Physical Therapist will come to  
our home to provide therapy such as therapeutic 
exercising, gait training, and instruction in using a 
walker or cane. 
 
Speech Therapy:  Speech Therapists can help patients 
improve speaking or swallowing problems. 
 
Medical Social Workers:  Medical Social Workers can 
help patients and their families with community 
resources and social, religious, familial, and personal 
needs.
